Sun nominated for 4 national awards

Six staff members named in annual newspaper competition

The Vancouver Sun has captured four nominations for the 2001 annual National Newspaper Awards, including one for its series on the missing women from Vancouver's Downtown Eastside.

Lindsay Kines, Kim Bolan, and Lori Culbert spent several months last year investigating and reporting on the extent of political support and police interest in solving the disappearances of 50 women who may have fallen victim to a serial killer or killers.

Other Sun nominees are Fazil Mihlar for the second straight year for editorial writing, Ian Smith for photography, and Stephen Hume for critical writing.

Hume is nominated for a series of articles that focused on under-appreciated books and films.

Smith is nominated for a photo of a tear-stained Vancouver firefighter attending a New York memorial service for firefighters who died on Sept. 11.

Mihlar is nominated for a three-part series on how the B.C. Liberals should balance the provincial government's budget

Sun editor-in-chief Neil Reynolds lauded the paper's nominees for the distinction that the nominations denote.

"These nominations honour the very best journalistic work in the country and I am very pleased that six members of our editorial staff -- five writers and one photographer -- are recipients this year of this national recognition," Reynolds said.

"I am especially pleased that three of our writers have received national recognition for their work on Vancouver's 'missing women' cases.

"Lindsay Kines, Kim Bolan and Lori Culbert dedicated a great deal of time and energy to the series that we published on this subject last autumn. I believe that their work had a profound impact on the events that have followed and on public-policy issues related to the missing women cases.

"Their work represents 'enterprise journalism' at its very best."

Other papers in the Southam chain, of which The Sun is a member, were also among the leading nominees -- the Edmonton Journal received four, the National Post and the Ottawa Citizen three each.

Only the Globe and Mail and the Toronto Star received more nominations than The Sun, the Globe gathering 13 and the Star six. 

The awards, administered by the Canadian Newspaper Association, were founded by the Toronto Press Club in 1949.
